
The Council approved the landscape design plan for the remainder of 

the frontage of Town Hall and the Public Safety building on Sir Francis 

Drake Boulevard. This was a remaining item left over from the Sir Fran-

cis Drake-Lagunitas Intersection Improvement Project which was com-

pleted recently. The Town has contracted with MacNair Landscaping, who 

also did the design for the landscaping directly in front of Town Hall, and 

completed the design for the Sir Francis Drake (at Bolinas Avenue) medi-

an landscaping currently underway.  

 

The landscape plan was reviewed previously by the Advisory Design Re-

view Group. Extra care will be taken to ensure that any landscaping done 

is compatible with the Redwood trees and will not cause any harm to the 

trees.  A large-scale size landscape plan has been available at Town Hall 

for the public to review, and can also be viewed in PDF format on the 

website by clicking here. (We realize the photo above is too small to 

read the details of the landscape plan.)  

 

The project will be funded from the Roadway Fund and is expected to be 

completed (subject to weather), in the early part of 2015. ■

MMWD MMWD   
Water UpdateWater Update  

 

Marin Municipal Water District (MMWD) has 

reported that district customers are continuing to 

conserve water and have reduced their use signifi-

cantly in the last two months. For October 2014, 

MMWD customers reduced their consumption by 

18.5% compared with October 2013, surpassing the state 

average. MMWD customers cut back even further in No-

vember 2014, achieving a savings of 21.5% compared to the 

previous November. 

 

The reduced water 

use has helped keep 

MMWD reservoir 

levels higher than in 

other parts of the 

state for the past 

several months, and 

the recent storms 

have also made a 

difference.  After a 

record-dry 2013, 

rainfall totals for the current rainfall year are now above 

average.  Average rainfall for the year to date (July 1-

December 4, 2014) is 10.48 inches; this year to date 

MMWD has received 12.85 inches, with nearly 7 inches of 

that falling just since November 28th. Last year to date the 

district had received a mere 2.63 inches. 

 

The heavy rains translate into additional runoff in the dis-

trict’s seven Marin reservoirs, bringing water storage totals 

to above average as well.  Current storage is 52,489 acre-

feet,[1] or 66% of capacity.  Average for this date is 51,937 

acre-feet, or 65% of capacity. 

 

While this is all good news for MMWD customers, it is not 

a license to waste water.  California’s drought-prone climate 

means the efficient use of water is necessary at all times in 

order to preserve limited supplies. 

 

MMWD is Marin County’s largest provider of drinking wa-

ter, serving a population of 186,000 in a 147-square-mile 

area of south and central Marin County. The district owns 

and manages 21,635 acres of watershed land on Mt. Ta-

malpais and in west Marin.  The primary source of water 

supply is rainfall captured in seven reservoirs, providing 75% 

of the water consumed each year.

State law requires each city and county to 

adopt a general plan. Housing elements have 

been mandatory portions of general plans since 

1969. The Housing Element 2015-2023 plans for 

Town residential needs and describes the efforts 

the Town will make to contribute to the regional 

housing needs 

for housing for 

all economic lev-

els. Unlike the 

other mandatory 

general plan ele-

ments, the housing 

element is required 

to be updated ap-

proximately every 

five or eight years and is subject to detailed statutory 

requirements and mandatory review by the State De-

partment of Housing and Community Development.  

 

The Council will consider the draft housing element at 

the January 13, 2015 Council meeting. The element has 

been updated with current data and continues the pro-

grams and policies of the 2009-2014 housing element. 

The Town approved thirteen new units during the 2009

-2014 housing element cycle. One new house and nine 

new second units were built during that planning period. 

The Town may count units built and approved since 

January 1 towards the new housing element period. 

One second unit was completed, two are under con-

struction and two were approved this year. The Town’s 

remaining share of the regional housing need, as deter-

mined by the Association of Bay Area Governments, is 

thirteen units by 2023. This includes four market rate 

units and nine units available to moderate to very low 

income households. Input on the housing element is 

welcome by emailing esemonian@townofross.org. The  

draft housing element will be on the website in January.
