asked to submit any
questions they had on

Measure D slated for the upcom-
ing November election. Resident
Nancy Wayne Holter asked the
Council if there was a campaign
effort underway. Council Mem-
ber Carla Small responded that
there is a citizen campaign com-
mittee in place for yes on Meas-
ure D. The campaign committee
is working diligently to contact
all registered voters by phone or
a knock on the door. The com-
mittee is coordinating with the
Ross Property Owners Associa-
tion in regard to the mailers,
which have been printed, in addi-
tion to their flyer. She added that
those who go to the polls will
hopefully be well informed.
Town Manager Rob Braulik con-
tacted the Registrar of Voters
Office to confirm the voting
polling place which will be in the
Green Room at the Ross School

Gym. The polls are open 7:00
a.m. to 8:00 p.m. Council Mem-
ber Small indicated that the lack
of parking was an issue from the
last election and she has asked
the police department to set
aside a few parking spaces for
the voters.

Town Manager Rob Braulik
noted that Measure D is critical
to maintaining police services. If
Measure D does not pass, the
Town Council will be asked by
staff to look at alternative service
options since the Town will not
have available revenues.

Ms. Holter asked the Council
how many residents turned out
for the last election. Council
Member Small noted that 55% of
registered voters voted in the
last election and 53% voted on
the measure. For a typical presi-
dential election the Town of

Ross has a 90% voting rate,
which occurred with the last
two presidential elections. She
noted that there are currently
1,623 registered voters in
Ross. She further indicated
that in terms of younger or
older voters, it is a broad spec-
trum of voters from young to
old.

Mayor Russell believed this is
the single most important elec-
tion in Ross ever. The Town of
Ross will have a fundamentally
different police department if
this measure does not pass.
Anyone with questions or
interested in additional infor-
mation should contact Council
Member Small who is leading
the campaign effort.

The election is November 6th;
if you are not registered to
vote, you can still do so until
October 22nd.
